e Have a grade point average of 3.0 or higher on a 4.0 scale for courses completed

last year.

Completed applications and all required supporting documents must be received by
5:00 p.m. on February 29, 2012. Late or incomplete applications will not be considered.

SELECTION PROCESS AND CRITERIA

All completed applications that meet eligibility requirements will be reviewed by a
committee composed of representatives from the Mesa College, classified staff, student
government, administration, and Mesa College Foundation.

APPLICATIONS WILL BE RATED AS FOLLOWS:

GPA of 3.0 and higher 10 points maximum
Internships/Community Service/Involvement with Senate 30 points maximum
Essay 60 points maximum

RECIPIENT NOTIFICATION AND RELEASE OF SCHOLARSHIP AWARD
Recipients will be notified by mid-April. Awards will be presented on Friday April 27,
2012, at the Annual Scholarship Awards Banquet. Recipients will be honored as special
guests and will receive one complimentary dinner ticket. Attendance at the Scholarship
Banquet is strongly encouraged so that your achievements can be celebrated and the
generosity of the donors publicly acknowledged.
