SELECTION PROCESS AND CRITERIA

Biographical Questionnaire 20 points maximum
GPA of 3.0 and higher 20 points maximum
Internships/Community Service 20 points maximum
Essay 30 points maximum
Recommendation letters (2) 10 points maximum

Recipients will be notified by mid-April. Awards will be presented on April 29, 2011, at
the Annual Scholarship Awards Banquet. Recipients will be honored as special guest and
will receive one complimentary dinner ticket. Attendance at the Scholarship Banquet is
strongly encouraged so that your achievements can be celebrated and the generosity of the
donors publicly acknowledged.

information regarding your internship(s) work-experience and/or
community service activities.

3. Submit a well-written original essay about your background, your educational and
career goals, and your interest in the field of Animal Health Technology. Your
essay should not exceed 500 words.
